Exams: See your syllabus for the scheduled dates. Any changes to this schedule will be announced in class
and (hopefully) on the course webpage. Each exam will be preceded by a “review day” in lecture. There will
be no makeup exams. For students with an excused absence from a mid-term exam, the portion of the final
exam score corresponding to the missed test will be used. Excused absences include documented medical and
family emergencies and exclude accommodation of travel plans.

Final Exam: Monday, May 5, 2008, some 2-hour block between 8am and 2:30pm, exact time and place to be
announced. Do not plan to leave campus before this date. There will be no other time to take this exam.

Homework and Quizzes: Reading assignments and suggested (odd) problems will be assigned daily. If you
are unable to do a problem, you are expected to ask about it in office hours or at the Math Clinic. Each week
there will be a homework assignment consisting of even problems to turn in, or a quiz based on the suggested
problems, or both. No late homework will be accepted and no make up quizzes will be given. In order to
accommodate excused absences, I will drop your lowest homework and quiz scores.

Grading: We will follow the grading policy described in the departmental syllabus.
